This workshop demonstrates the importance of socio-cultural networking and strategic activities to enhance the attraction and 
retention of francophone immigrants and immigrants to francophone communities, and explores various models of settlement 
capacity-building which address newcomer and community needs in order to build the infrastructure to support the successful 
social and economic integration of francophone immigrants.

This workshop examines the processes that rural francophone communities need to undertake in order to create the capacity to offer 

settlement services to newcomers and participate in the attraction, integration and retention of francophone newcomers, and 

newcomers to francophone areas of the province.

Examples will demonstrate the proactive role of the Provincial government in the development of this infrastructure, and its close 

relationship with communities, helping them in becoming equipped with the necessary tools to deal with diversity and 

multiculturalism issues in rural as well as more urban areas.
